Welcome to Hage Elementary for the 2008-2009 school year.  The staff and I are

The result of our state-wide STAR test in language arts, mathematics, and science
indicates that students are doing well.  Fifth grade students improved in science and fourth 
grade students made outstanding progress in writing.  We are proud of their achievement.

This year, Standard-based report cards are used district-side to communicate student 
progress.  In addition, we have a new science curriculum.  Informational meetings for 
parents will be held throughout the school year.  These meetings will apprise you of the 
curriculum and provide strategies to be utilized when working with your children.

Some students bring cell phones to school.  The District mandates that cell phones can 
only be used BEFORE and AFTER school.  This policy will be explained to students during our 
Expectations Assemblies.  However, we need your support to reinforce it.

We have an excellent PTA on site.  They sponsor many activities that support teaching 
and learning.  Please join them and become an active member. We want you to join us for 
Back to School Nights Tuesday, September 23rd (grades 3-5) and Thursday, September 25th

(grades K-2).  This will be an excellent time to meet teachers and learn grade level standards
for your child.
